original bush including outer shell. stainless steel

2. Clean any dirt and corrosion from the bore of the arm,
removing any sharp edges or burrs around the bore with a
rounded file.

3. Press the plated steel outer shells into each side of the Washer

arm, until sitting flush to the face of the arm.

Polyurethane

4. Apply some washing up liquid to the bore of the shells Bush —@

and press the polyurethane bush in until fully through the
arm.

Tip: If you are having trouble pressing the bush in, try pressing
the bush in at a slight angle so that one part of the lip is
already in the bore of the shell, and when steady pressure is
applied, the rest of the lip should follow.
