Fitting Instructions:

1. Support the subframe. Loosen all 4 subframe mountings.

2. Remove the front 2 nuts and plate. Lower the front of the subframe, making sure no
cables, pipes, etc. are being stretched.

3. Clean all dirt from the voids of the original bushes.

4. The upper inserts are handed: AA fits into the upper voids of the front left hand side
bush. AB fits into the front right hand side as shown in Figure 1.

5. The upper inserts have a split line to allow installation without bolt removal. Twist
the insert to open (as shown in Figure 2) and slide over the stud. Rotate to align the
features to fit bush.

6. The lower inserts, marked B lower, fits into the lower void of the bush as shown in
Figure 1. Rotate to align the features to fit bush.

7. After the inserts are fitted, refit the subframe using the original lower plate and nuts.

8. Re-tighten all of the subframe mountings to manufactures torque settings.
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
